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This section is to test, at a basic level, whether students are able to identify and insert adjectives and adverbs. After the completion of this section students should have a good understanding of the differences and usages of adjectives and adverbs. 

Adjective
Adjective describe a noun. It tells you something about the noun. 

Examples: 	(1) big, yellow, thin, amazing, beautiful, quick, important, strong.
		
(2)President Putin is a decisive leader.
Decisive (adjective) is used to describe the kind of leader (noun) that President Putin is.

Adverb: usually describes a verb. It tells you how something is done. It may also tell you when or where something happened as well as the extent to which something has happened.

Examples: 	(1) intelligently, well, yesterday, tomorrow, here.

(2)According to Nigerian Police Force, Boko Haram is slowly getting out of control.
Slowly is an adverb and is used to explain the pace of which the Boko Haram is getting out (verb) of control with.
